Photo text: Dari text: “The Lord says: The world cannot give peace, as I give you.” (John 14:27a) 

 

Inset text (next to the small photo of girls in school, in turquoise-colour box): Proverb in Pashto: “United 

effort moves mountains.”  

 

3. Photo of flowers: 

 

Photo text: Poem in Pashto from renowned Pashtun poet Rahman Baba: “Sow flowers so your 

surroundings become a garden.”
